Assessment of Assessment Techniques


The purpose of these assessments is to determine which testing formats work best for an individual student. The material being tested should be easy for the student, so that it is the test formats being evaluated, not the student’s knowledge. If a student is not familiar with the items on the test, such as names of shapes, substitute other items that the student knows, such as colors. This allows you to select and design assessments that will assess the student in a way that accurately reflects what he or she knows.
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
