Label “More” and “Less”
Directions: 

Place an amount of objects on each card above the boxes. At first, make the difference very large, such as 12 coins on one card and 2 on the other.

Give the student the "more" card and say, "more" out loud. If the child labels it correctly, give the child quick praise ("Great job!" or "Good!"). Give him or her the "less" card and say "less" out loud. When this one is put in the answer space, give a bigger praise and a reward (a small bit of a favorite snack, a few minutes with a favorite toy, or a token/point on a point card).
If "more" was not labeled correctly, pick the card up, hand it to the student again and say "more" out loud. This time, prompt the student by pointing to the correct answer space, or otherwise guiding the student to place the answer correctly. Continue as outlined above. Continue this prompt, fading it out over time until the student answers correctly without it.
Make sure that you vary the placement of the answer board that has more items. Don't always put it on the same side because the student may just remember to always answer "more" on the right side, for example. Don't switch positions every time either because the student may just remember that pattern without attending to the number of items.
Remember to use items other than coins sometimes so that the student learns that the terms apply to other items too. You can also increase motivation and interest in the activity by using items that reflect the student's interests.

After the student masters labeling more and less with the large difference in number of items, begin to make this difference less significant. If you've been using an approximate ratio of 15 to 2, use combinations like 10 to 5, 7 to 4, 3 to 1, etc.

After the above step is mastered, use combinations with only 1 - 3 items more or less. This may require the student to count, so be prepared to prompt this if needed. After counting a side, a visual cue of written numerals could be put above the answer boards if necessary to help the student remember the number of items on each side.

To make it more challenging, put pictures of flash cards showing various numbers of items on the answer boards.
